Profile of General Population and Housing Characteristics
On May 5th, 2011, the U.S. Census Bureau released the 2010 Census Demographic Profile for Massachusetts.  Whereas the Census 2010 Redistricting Data (Public Law 94-171) Summary File  released on March 22nd, 2011 provided a first report of 2010 population counts for Massachusetts geographies, as well as some information on race and ethnicity, the Demographic Profile provides more detailed information on the population, including populations by age and gender, subcategories for Asian and Hispanic or Latino populations, household type and relationship information, occupancy and vacancy information by type of housing unit, and group quarters population.

In this report, the UMass Donahue Institute Population Estimates Program provides some extract tables for Massachusetts, including comparisons to Census 2000 data and ranking tables for selected subjects. SEX and AGE
According to Census 2010 data, Massachusetts’ population is 48.4% male and 51.6% female. The state’s population is also growing older.  78.3% of the total population is now over 18 years of age, compared to 76.4% in 2000, and 13.8% are age 65 years or older, up from 13.5% in 2000.  The percentage of the state population under 5 years of age has declined since 2000, from 6.3% to 5.6%. The percentage has also decreased for those ages 5-9 (6.8% to 5.9%) and ages 10-14 (6.8% to 6.2%). The teenage and youth populations, categorized from 15-19 and 20-24, have both increased since 2000, from 6.5% to 7.1% and 6.4% to 7.3%, respectively.  The group representing those ages 35-44 declined from 16.7% to 13.5% while the subsequent group, ages 45-54, increased from 13.8% to 15.5%. 
In Massachusetts’ changing age demographics, there is a  correspondence between a decrease in the population associated with fertility, ages 25-44, and a decrease in the number of children ages 0-9. The number of persons ages 25-44 decreased by 12.9%, from 1,989,783 persons to 1,732,290 (31.3% to 26.5% of the state population).  At the same time, the 0-9 age group decreased by 9.1%, from 828,129 to 752,774 (13% to 11.5% of the state population).  These shrinking populations, in addition to a growing number of persons over 45 years of age, have resulted in an increase in the median age of the total population.  Since 2000, the median age of a Massachusetts resident has increased by over two-and a half years, from 36.5 to 39.1.

County Level:

The oldest county populations are measured by median age, with Barnstable (49.9), Dukes (45.3), Berkshire (44.7), and Franklin (44.2) counties all averaging over 40 years of age.  These four also count more than 15% of their population in the age group of 65 years and older: Barnstable (25%), Berkshire (18.6%), Dukes (16.3%) and Franklin (15.2%).  Three of them are also included in the four counties with the lowest percentage of population under 5 years old, which are: Hampshire (3.9%), Barnstable (4.1%), Berkshire (4.7%), and Franklin (4.8%).  The four youngest counties, based on median age, are Suffolk (31.5), Hampshire (36.6), Middlesex (38.5), and Hampden (38.6).  And the counties with the highest percentages of children under 5 are Nantucket (6.7%), Hampden (6.0%), Worcester, and Essex (both at 5.9%).

Cities and towns:
Out of the 351 cities and towns in the state, 146 have populations with at least 15% of all persons reported as age 65 or older. The cities and towns with the highest percentage are:  Orleans (39.8%), Chatham (37.7%), Eastham (32.4%), Dennis (32.2%), and Yarmouth (29.4%).  Cities and towns with the highest percentages of children under 5 years of age are:  Chelsea (8.7%), Lawrence (8.4%), Holyoke (7.7%), Lynn (7.4%), and Lowell (7.4%).
The median age in 285 of the Commonwealth’s 351 municipalities is 40 years old or higher. Among the cities and towns with the highest median age are: Orleans (60.3), Chatham (58.9), Tyringham (57.2), Eastham (56.6), Alford (55.4), Dennis (55.1), Truno (53.7), and Stockbridge (53.6). The youngest cities and towns, by median age, include Amherst (21.6), Wenham (26.8), Cambridge (30.2), Lawrence (30.5), and Boston (30.8).

The Census 2010 Demographic Profile Summary data released on May 5th, 2011 provides additional detail on the Race and Origin data presented in the redistricting data.  Specifically, it categorizes Race groups and Hispanic-Origin groups into subcategories.
ASIAN RACE CATEGORY

As reported in the PL-94 data release, the Asian population represented the fastest growing racial group between 2000 and 2010 in Massachusetts.  This population increased by 46.9% (111,644), and 15 times faster than the total Massachusetts population.  Middlesex County had the largest Asian population (139,943), comprising 9.3% of their total residents.  Asian populations over 50,000 were also counted in Suffolk County (59,429) and Norfolk County (57,803), comprising 8.2% and 8.6% of total residents, respectively.  These three counties also ranked as top three in terms of Asian population as a percentage of total county population.  Among Massachusetts cities and towns, Boston had the largest Asian population (55,235 or 8.9%), followed by Quincy (22,174 or 24.0%), Lowell (21,513 or 20.2%), and Cambridge (15,879 or 15.1%).     

The Census 2010 Demographic Profile splits the Asian population race category into subcategories including: Asian Indian, Chinese, Filipino, Japanese, Korean, Vietnamese, and Other Asian.  In 2010, as in 2000, the Chinese population accounted for most of the Asian population in Massachusetts, and represented 35.2% of the state’s Asian population in 2010.  The Chinese population was concentrated mostly in Norfolk, Suffolk, and Middlesex counties, where it constituted 4.3%, 3.5%, and 3.2% of each county’s total population, respectively.

The second largest Asian group in Massachusetts, Asian Indian, was also the fastest growing group, increasing by 76.2% since 2000, from 43,801 to 77,177 persons. The largest percentages of the Asian Indian sub-group were represented in Middlesex, Norfolk, and Suffolk Counties, comprising 9.3%, 8.6%, and 8.2% of the total county population, respectively.  Most other groups within the Asian population also increased, ranging from a 26.4% increase (Vietnamese) to a 48.8% increase (Filipino), all of which contributed to the overall 46.9% increase for the Asian race group in Massachusetts.  Only the Japanese population decreased, by 1,315 persons, or 12.5% since 2000.  Overall, the Asian population accounts for 5.3% of the total Massachusetts population in 2010, up from 3.8% in 2000.

HISPANIC or LATINO ORIGIN
The Census 2010 PL-94 data for Massachusetts reported 627,654 persons of Hispanic or Latino origin in the state, a population gain of 198,925 over the past decade.  This means that the number of persons of Hispanic or Latino origin grew by 46.4% or nearly 15 times faster than the state’s total population.  As a result, the share of population comprised by persons of Hispanic and Latino origin rose from 6.8% in 2000 to 9.6% in 2010.  

Suffolk County had the largest population of Hispanic or Latino origin (of any race), numbering 143,455 or nearly one-fifth (19.9%) of its total population.  Essex County had the second largest population of persons of Hispanic or Latino origins (any race) (122,475 or 16.5%).  Middlesex County (98,350 or 6.7%) and Hampden County (96,776 or 20.9%) both consist of nearly 100,000 residents of Hispanic or Latino origin.  
Among all Massachusetts cities and towns, Boston proved to have the largest population of persons of Hispanic or Latino origin (107,917) followed by Springfield (59,451) and Lawrence (56,363).  The highest percent of population reported as Hispanic or Latino in origin belonged to Lawrence at 73.8%. The next highest population percentages were in Chelsea (62.1%), Holyoke (48.4%) and Springfield (38.8%).

The Census 2010 Demographic Profile splits the Hispanic or Latino origin category into subcategories including Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, and Other Hispanic or Latino.  While Puerto Rican was the largest Hispanic or Latino category in Massachusetts in 2000 (46.5%), in the 2010 Census the “Other Hispanic” category surpassed Puerto Rican as the largest subgroup;  49.7% of the total Hispanic or Latino population reported as “Other” compared to 42.4% Puerto Rican.  The “Other” category includes persons whose origins are reported from the Dominican Republic, Spain, and Spanish-speaking countries in Central or South America.  
The fastest growing group among the Hispanic or Latino population was Mexican: increasing by 72.2% since the last Census in 2000.   In terms of its percentage share in the overall state population, however, this represented just a small increase. In 2000 the Mexican population represented 0.4% of the total Massachusetts population, and it now represents 0.6%.

Some highlights of this data include a large increase in the number of unmarried partners living in Massachusetts, from 130,919 in 2000 to 177,702 in 2010, or a 35.7% increase.  The data also shows an increase in unmarried families, or Male householder, no wife present, with own children under 18, and Female householder, no husband present, with own children under 18.   These male householders with children increased by a larger percentage than their female counterparts, from 36,955 in 2000 to 44,844, or 21.3%, while the female group increased from 163,550 to 173,286, or 6.0%.  Overall, however, the female householders with no husband present and with own children under 18 represent the larger group between the two, comprising 6.8% of all households in Massachusetts, and 24% of families with children, compared to 1.8% of all households and 6.2% of families with children for the male group.  
Overall, the number of families of all compositions that include children under the age of 18 has decreased in Massachusetts since 2000 – in terms of number (from 748,865 to 720,640) as well as percentage of all households (from 30.6% to 28.3%).  At the other end of the age spectrum, households with individuals 65 years and over have increased by 8% over the past decade, and now represent 25.6% of all households in Massachusetts.  This trend is also reflected in the age group data and median age trend presented in this report.
The average household size in Massachusetts has decreased slightly by 1.2%, from 2.51 persons per household to 2.48, while the average family size has also decreased slightly (1.0%), from 3.11 persons to 3.08 persons per household.

Group Quarters
The Group Quarters population counts are also included in the Demographic Profile data.  Massachusetts ranks in the top ten, nationwide, in terms of both numbers of group quarters residents and GQ percentage of total population. The Census 2010 data shows an increase in the Massachusetts Group Quarters population from 221,216 in 2000 to 238,882 in 2010: an 8% increase over the past decade.  Since Census 2000, the group quarters population counted as institutionalized, including those living in correctional facilities, juvenile facilities, hospital wards, and nursing homes  have decreased significantly – by 15.6%, while the population in non-institutionalized facilities, such as college dormitories, shelters, and group homes have increased by 23.7% since 2000 and now make up 68.7% of the group quarters population in Massachusetts.  The table below shows the Massachusetts 2010 group quarters population by type.

Census 2010 to Census 2000 Comparison: Housing Units


Most of the numeric increase in vacant units occurred within the rental housing market, where the number of vacant units for rent almost doubled – increasing from 34,174 in 2000 to 66,673 in 2010.  In terms of percentage increase, however, the largest gain was seen in the units reported as “for sale”.  Vacant units for sale in Massachusetts increased from 10,861 in 2000 to 25,038 in 2010, an increase of just over 130%.  See table below.

Although the areas around the state with the highest vacancy rates in 2010 included towns on the Cape and Islands as well as some small Berkshire towns also associated with seasonal use, the percent of vacant units that were reported as for seasonal or recreational use increased only by 23.3% since 2000, and their share of the vacant housing unit universe decreased from 52.6% to 44.3% of all vacant units.  While this category still represents the largest share of all vacant units in Massachusetts, the for sale and for rent units contributed in a much larger part to overall vacancies in Massachusetts in 2010 as compared to 2000.
